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Floriade is a flower and entertainment festival held annually in Canberra's Commonwealth Park on the 
shores of Lake Burley Griffin.  It features extensive displays of flowering bulbs with integrated sculptures and 
other artistic features. Floriade comes from the Latin word floriat, which means to design with flowers.










The festival attracts tourists from around Australia and overseas in spring from mid-September to mid-
October each year and is considered the most important regular event for tourism in the Australian Capital 
Territory. It is also called "Australia's Celebration of Spring”.


This year Australia’s biggest celebration of spring returned to Commonwealth Park from 16 September – 15 
October featuring more than one million blooms designed around this year’s theme of Floral Wonderland.    

 

94 community groups spanning the length and breadth of Canberra have been busy planning and planting their 
own unique displays in schools, churches, shopping centres, scout halls and more. These suburban surprises 
are home to over 300 000 plants across the city throughout spring meaning no matter where you live or visit, 
there is likely to be a little bit of Floriade within easy reach.
